Summary: 
The festival will present two events back by popular demand, and indoor event and an outdoor event.

 Spotlight on Seattle, a series of performances at Raisbeck Hall in partnership with Cornish College of the Arts featuring 4-6 Seattle-based artists/companies each evening (Tue.-Thur, June 14-16). It will be curated by three regionally/nationally recognized dance figures with some connection to Seattle: 1) Performing Arts Program Director, Erin Boberg Doughton, from Portland Institute of Contemporary Art and the Time Based Arts Festival, 2) Molissa Fenley, a Bessie-award winning choreographer whose works have been performed worldwide including by Peter Boal and PNB here in Seattle, and 3) teaming up, the ever popular local Seattle Dance Project’s Julie Tobiason and Timothy Lynch. These individuals are familiar with Seattle in different ways and therefore have varying perspectives on the dance scene here. It will give applicants the opportunity to be seen by dance figures inside and outside the region and encourage the diaspora of Seattle-based work. There is no remuneration for this event, but the opportunity is in being seen by regionally important figures and potentially receive press. Most shows in 2010 were reviewed. 
Art on the Fly a wildly popular Site Specific event  taking place in South Lake Union June 11th (with previews June 10th) connecting several areas along the Seattle Streetcar route in SLU essentially turning it into an art ride and presenting dance on the sidewalks and in parks. The areas that are available are 1) 2200 and 2201 Westlake Plaza (at Denney Way) two highly visible sites at the crossroads within sight of whole foods and the adjacent plaza, 2) The Lake Union Park (860 Terry Ave N) with 12 acres of water features, a foot bridge, pathways and beachfront with the streetcar stop located at the park entrance and 3) McGraw Square Park at the downtown Streetcar terminus located at the intersection of Westlake Avenue, Stewart St, 5th Ave and Olive Way. Deadline: February 28 (10pm) for both events. No applications will be accepted after that time.
Details:
· Art on the Fly/Site Specific:  The main event occurs on June 11th from 12-6pm in all three locations with a preview June 10th from 11:30am-1pm at Westlake Plaza and McGraw Square.
Concept: The intent is to create several types of performance events with several venue areas/types to choose from.  
The first are continuous “fleeting” performances roving or processional in nature, created for and seen by passengers while in passing. The “fleeting/roving” performances will be centered around the sidewalks of the Westlake and Denny Streetcar stop and the adjacent plaza area. There is a limit of three people on the sidewalks in any one spot (no restriction on 2200 Westlake or the Lake Union Park) to prevent blocking the sidewalk (the sidewalk must remain passable at all times). Inside the streetcar can only be used if the performance if it falls within normal pedestrian use (for instance a costume/exhibition that is silent and ambulatory or similar ideas). Additionally, performers need to stay off the grass in the Lake Union park as it has just been seeded. However, there are many other surfaces (see venue description below).
The second are longer performances created/performed for attendees on foot (passersby or those who decide to exit the streetcar to watch longer performances). The longer performances will be centered on the 2200 Westlake Plaza (but could be along sidewalks of Westlake Ave as long as they do not block them).  
We welcome proposals that integrate both concepts into their premise. 2200 Westlake Plaza is the area with a grand staircase next to Whole Foods. We hope that the longer performances would occur a minimum of 3 times during a 2-3 hour period possibly changing locations using the streetcar or if fleeting, will go on a good portion of the day (since they may only be performed when the streetcar passes). Shorter and fewer times is also possible, but will be compensated accordingly. The longer performances can be anywhere from 30 minutes up to the maximum event duration 6 hours (but as indicated should be performed repeatedly if shorter). The “fleeting” performances will last the amount of time it takes the streetcar to stop, pick up passengers and whiz by (but could also be continuous). We encourage you to be creative in the concept of your performance proposal (for instance,  a performance could take place on the 2200 plaza and then draw audience to another location in the plaza or onto the Streetcar). There is also a preview on June 10th  from 11:30-1pm. The allotted 2-3 hour period could be spread between the two days if you prefer to come 2 times for a shorter period of time. While we have fewer resources this year.
Venue Locations (we encourage you to visit the site to choose a location[s]):
1. 2200 Westlake Plaza/Denny Triangle/Westlake & Denny Streetcar stop –There are areas above and below the staircase next to Whole Foods (the streetcar stop abuts the base of the Plaza), and the Denny Triangle in front of the Enso Building across the street (2201 Weslake). 2. Lake Union Park – these performances/events must be ambulatory and require no equipment or anything places on the ground as the park is just opening. Any spaces in the park open to the public can be used, but they request we be respectful of the areas that have young turf (so stay off young grass) and keep crowds from collecting there.
3. McGraw Square Park/Westlake Streetcar Plaza – This is another new venue for the festival. And it will have just been finished months earlier to the performances. It lies at the downtown terminus of the Seattle Streetcar and is a sculptured brick and cement park with a circular stage-like architectural feature. It is strongly recommended you visit this location as well as the others to create something for the venue, not just in/on it.
Compensation: ($100-$900)

This will range depending on several factors, starting at $100 for solo/duets up to $900 for larger groups (consisting of at least 3 hours of performance). Approximately 14-20 projects will be awarded. Please indicate in your project description what plans you have if you do not receive the full funding request.
· Spotlight on Seattle/Theatrical Show occurs June 14, 15 and 16 at 7:30pm. A one half –hour tech June 13th or 14th will be provided (TBA).
Concept:  Three icons of the dance world previously mentioned with a connection to Seattle will curate an evening of dance that reflects their vision/version of the Seattle dance scene. The hope is to encourage intellectual diversity/differentiation and dialogue about the many aesthetics/aspects that comprise dance in Seattle, foster connections with other dance colleagues and encourage the diaspora of Seattle-based artists work regionally and beyond. 
The proposed work should be approximately between 5-20 minutes in length. All video submissions will be through linked video (using YouTube, Vimeo, etc.). Up to 15 artists/groups will be chosen (4-6 per evening).  For the question “how you see yourself in the Seattle dance community”, tell us honestly and succinctly from your point of view what your role is and perhaps what the community is to you.
Production:  all publicity, lighting, tech, box office and venue are provided. No compensation is provided outside of this.
SUBMITTING THE FORMS:
The application has been simplified this year and the forms provided are compatible with Microsoft Word 1997-2003 and should be easily accessible to anyone with the software. If you do not have this software, you can request an adobe acrobat version. Once you fill in the form, save it and place the name of the application and the name of the group immediately followed by a hyphen, then return it to applications@PHFFFT.org and place the same name of the file in the subject heading of the email. Here are examples:

· For Spotlight on Seattle, name the file “SOS-2011-ABC Dance Company” and send it with the same name in the subject heading of your email.
